The frequency of the main clock oscillator which can be used in boot mode (USB interface) is 8 MHz, 10 MHz, 12 MHz, 15
MHz, 16 MHz, 20 MHz, or 24 MHz. When using a resonator which fundamental frequency is less than 20 MHz, however, the
main clock oscillator may oscillate at a third overtone mode and boot mode (USB interface) may not start up.
