When using a Renesas-made emulator that is connected to a Windows 7-installed PC, take note
of the problem described below.

2. Problem



   If you are using any of the above emulators connected to 
   a Windows 7-installed PC, and the PC enters the sleep 
   or the hibernation mode, communications between the emulator and 
   the PC are broken down, and the emulator cannot operate.

3. Workaround

   Configure power options of Windows 7 so that your PC can enter neither 
   sleep nor hibernation.
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
