1. Descriptions of Revision
1.1 Supported MCUs Increased
The following MCUs have been added to the support line:
(1) In the SuperH RISC engine family
- SH74513F and SH74504F
The flash ROMs of these MCUs are programmable either via the
RS-232C port or via the E8a emulator.

(2) In the SuperH RISC engine family
- SH7216F
The flash ROM of this MCU is programmable via the RS-232C port,
the E8a emulator, or the USB interface.

(3) In the H8SX family
- H8SX/1727SF, H8SX/1725SF, H8S/2427F, and H8S/2425F
The flash ROMs of these MCUs are programmable either via the
RS-232C port or via the E8a emulator.

(4) In the R32C/100 series, M16C family

The flash ROMs of these MCUs are programmable either via the

RS-232C port or via the E8a emulator. In the E8a, use the 7-wired

programming or the 2-wired programming method.

To program a flash ROM, be sure to select the programming mode

of the flash ROM as follows:

- Standard I/O mode 2 for the RS-232C port

- Standard I/O mode 1 for the E8a emulator in the 7-wired
programming

- Standard I/O mode 3 for the E8a emulator in the 2-wired
programming

(6) In the M16C/50 series, M16C family

The flash ROMs of these MCUs are programmable either via the

RS-232C port or via the E8a emulator. In the E8a, use the 7-wired

programming or the 2-wired programming method is usable.

To program a flash ROM, be sure to select the programming mode

of the flash ROM as follows:

- Standard I/O mode 2 for the RS-232C port

- Standard I/O mode 1 for the E8a emulator in the 7-wired
programming

- Standard I/O mode 3 for the E8a emulator in the 2-wired
programming
