1.3 Details

When running the ‘Build Selected File(s)’' or ‘Clean Selected File(s) menu from the context menu, it may
not be possible to compile selected files or to delete object files. These menus can be selected by right
clicking source files in the [Project Explorer] view or using the shortcut keys.

In the above case, the [Console] pane will show the messages of start and complete of a build even when
the operation to compile selected files or to delete object files is not performed.
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1.4 Conditions

The error occurs when the [Output hex file] is checked.

The [Output hex file] can be specified from the build option (C/C++ Build > Settings), by selecting [Converter]
> [Output] > and checking the [Output hex file] as shown in Figure 2.
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1.5 Workaround
Uncheck the [Output hex file] and run the ‘Build Selected File(s)’ or ‘Clean Selected File(s)’ menus.
